Lesson 17: Ibrahim as a Child

Objectives:
Explain the story of Ibrahim without omitting these events:



Ibrahim first thought that the sun, moon, or stars were his god.

His people worshipped idols, but he told them to worship Allah.



They didn’t listen so he destroyed all the idols while they were at a fair.



They got mad and threw him in a fire.



Allah made the fire cool for Ibrahim.
Materials:
Allah’s Best Friend




Prophet Ibrahim Poem



Half a sheet of red construction paper per child




With flames drawn on it.




Half a sheet of blue construction paper per child




With flames drawn on it.




Scissors

Procedure:
1.  Open circle time with a sura.  Then sing a couple of songs that he kids suggest.  Sing the Adam Song.


2. Read the story book, Allah’s Best Friend  and discuss answers to these questions:


What did Ibrahim think was his lord?


Why did he decide that the stars and moon and sun were not his lord?


What did people used to worship when Prophet Ibrahim was little?


What did Prophet Ibrahim do to the idols?


Why did the people put Prophet Ibrahim in the fire?


What happened to Prophet Ibrahim in the fire?

3.  Introduce Ibrahim Poem:

Read poem to them once.  Then read it again having the children repeat each line after you.  Finally, ask them to say the poem with you.

4. Introduce craft project: 
Directions: 

1.  Cut flames along each piece of construction paper.

Be Sure Not to let students cut paper in half or tear down the 

middle.

2. Fold each flame paper in half.

3. Cut 2 slits on either side of the fold on one of the papers.

4. Slide the other paper into the slits.

Now the fire is done. If you look at one side you should see a red 

fire, and then turn it around and see a blue fire.  The fire stands up by itself.

4. While students are working on their art projects ask these questions and record the answers:

 


What did Ibrahim think was his lord at first?




Why didn’t he worship the sun and moon and starts?




What did he do to the idols?




Why did the people throw him into the fire?




What happened to Ibrahim in the fire?

Evaluation:
Record students’ answers to the questions listed above.

Assign a grade for the students’ fire craft project.
