Lesson 53:
The Story of the Spider

Objective:
Retell the story of the Spider

Materials:
balloons (one for each child),


Pipe cleaners (one for each child).


Glue, and Goggle eyes.


Saleh’s She Camel Song, Suleiman and the Ants Song, Big Elephants on the Way, Copies of Who Saved the Prophet

Procedure:
1. Open circle time with Sura Fatiha and the As Salam Alaykum song.

2. Review Quran stories.  Sing Saleh’s She-Camel, Suleiman and the Ants Song and the Big Elephants on the Way Song.

3. Ask students to think about ants and tell what they know about spiders.

· They are always by themselves.

· They eat bugs that get caught in their webs.

· Some of them are dangerous.

4. Tell the story of the elephant.  Refer to the following website for a summary of the story:  http://www.widad-lld.com/animalsinthequran.html
Be sure students know the following details:

· The Prophet was being chased by some bad men so he hid in a cave.

· A spider built a web outside the cave and a dove laid an egg.

· The bad men did not come in the cave because they saw the spider web and the dove.

5. Introduce the song:  Who Saved the Prophet?  

6. Tell students to make a spider craft. After they make the spiders ask them to act out the story of the spider.  Go to the following website to see how to make an spider craft:

Evaluation:
Ask students the following questions:

· Why did the prophet hide in the cave?

· Why did the spider build a web in the door of the cave?

· Why didn’t the bad men go in the cave?

· What happened to the prophet (SA)?
