Lesson 50:
The Story of the Camel

Objective:
Retell the story of the Camel.

Materials:
Story of Saleh and the She-Camel



Copies of a camel to cut out



Paper plates- two for each student



Crayons, Scissors, Glue



Copies of Camel Color Sheet

Procedure:
1. Open circle time with Sura Fatiha and the As Salam Alaykum song.



2. Review things that Allah made by singing the Twinkle, Twinkle, Little Star 

Song.  Talk about things that Allah has made.

3. Tell the Story of Saleh and the She-Camel.  Be sure students know the following point:

The camel appeared out of the rocks.

It was red, and drank lots of water.

The herdsmen did not like the camel because it took a long time to cook the

 meet.

They killed the she-camel and ate her.

Allah sent an earthquake to the city to destroy the unbelievers.

4. Show students how to make the craft:

· Cut out the picture of the camel and color it red.

· Glue the picture on one of the paper plates.

· On the second paper plate, color a desert scene and a mountain.

· Cut both paper plates up the middle to the center and stop.

· Put the desert scene paper plate on top of the plate with the camel on it with the slits on top of each other.

· Put one side of the slit from the top plate under the slit of the bottom plate.

· Turn the paper plate to show that the camel came out of rocks.

Evaluation:
Ask students the following questions:

· Who was Saleh?

· How did Saleh get a camel?

· What did the camel look like?

· How did the camel make the farmers mad?

· What did the farmers do to the camel?

Homework:
Color the picture of the camel.
